	Procedures
	1. Students will be taught a lesson about identifying the beginning, middle, and end of a fictional story. 
2. Student’s will be given an in depth tutorial on how to use ToonDo to create a comic strip, and shown one created by the teacher.

3. Students will choose a fictional storybook and read it independently.  

4. Students will get on the previously created ToonDo account for the class on a computer and create their own comic strip with three boxes representing the Beginning, Middle, and End of the book they read. They will use the graphics and text boxes provided by the website. 
5. Students will print out their comic strip and present it to the class, going over the main points of the story.

	Assessment & Evaluation
	Students will be graded on participation and accuracy. 10 points for created a comic strip, 5 point for an accurate representation of the beginning, 5 points for an accurate representation of the middle, 5 points for an accurate representation of the end, and 10 points for presenting the book and including the three main points in the retelling of the story. Total: 35 points
