	Procedures
	1. Students will be put in groups of three for this activity.
2. All students will create a story idea and write their own introduction to the story on a google document.

3. Students will then go onto the google document created by one of their group members, read the introduction, and write a middle paragraph to that story.
4. Students will then go onto the google document of their other group member, read the first two paragraphs, and write an end paragraph to that story.

5. Students will then go back to their own google document to read what their group members have written, and revise their story to make it clear and cohesive while keeping all of the content that their group contributed.

	Assessment & Evaluation
	The groups will be graded on the three team stories. 5 points for clear beginnings, 5 points for clear middles, 5 points for clear ending, and 5 points for overall clarity and flow.
