	Lesson Objectives
	· The students will learn how to scan QR codes using an IPad, practice typing on a computer, and print from both technology sources.
· The students will learn how to assess which resources are credible and relevant to a subject area by choosing the best source about everyday life in Colonial Virginia.  
· The students will demonstrate their understanding of good research by articulating their selection in a brief explanation paragraph.
· Students will begin to learn more about everyday life in Colonial Virginia that they will put to use in a later assignment.

	Materials
	· IPads, Computers, Printers, Papers with 5 QR codes linked to research articles

	Procedures
	1. Students will listen to a brief lecture about how to assess resources.  They will be taught the main criteria in determining if the source is credible and contains viable information that pertains to the subject content.
2. After a demonstration on scanning QR codes with IPads, students will get into 5 groups of 4. Each group will be provided an IPad. They will be instructed to find the 5 QR codes throughout the classroom and scan them. 
3. Students will find and scan all of the QR codes, which link them to research sources about everyday life in Colonial Virginia.  

4. Within their groups, students will assess which is the best source. They will make this decision based on credibility and relevancy.  

5. Each group will print out their choice of the best source and turn it in along with a typed short paragraph explaining why their choice is the best option.

6. The students will use the skills learned from this activity in a future objective of writing a research paper on everyday life in Colonial Virginia.

	Assessment & Evaluation
	Students will be graded on the printed source and explanation paragraph that will be turned in at the end of the activity.  There is only one credible and relevant source in the 5 options.  That source must be the one turned in, in order to receive credit.  The paragraph must explain why their choice is relevant and credible. Students will earn 5 points for choosing correct source and 5 points for a good explanation of their choice.
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
